Processing Timeframes: The committee will make every effort to review appeals within 15
business days from the date they are submitted; however, due to the volume of appeals, not all
appeals may be reviewed within that timeframe. Additionally, the appeal process may require
more than the typical three weeks during the colleges busiest time of year, such as July, August,
January and February. Please note that SCC offices are closed during certain times of the year
and processing time for your appeal may be increased based on these holidays.

* Check your Maricopa student email for notification of the appeal decision.

* All decisions are final.

* Make payment arrangements to avoid class cancellations. During this process, your tuition
and fees are your responsibility because your financial aid is suspended.
